In the Albany City District, students who live 1.5 miles or
greater from ALCS receive a CDTA Swiper Card to ride
CDTA (public transportation). Students living less than
1.5 miles or outside of the Albany area are not eligible for
a CDTA Swiper. Many students are eligible to ride
out-of-district buses.
